Course Description:

The Visual Arts embrace technical skills of how to make and cognitive skills of communicating in
symbolic language.

Creativity culminates from taking imagination through
the process of making and experimenting to arrive at a new idea or viewpoint. The goal of the
Arts curriculum is to take the student through this process and be able to analyze and
synthesize their ideas and apply these nhew methods of inquiry not only to the Arts and Culture
but other subjects as well.

Course Requirements:

e The course will be conducted through lectures, discussions, practice material, projects,
and student presentations. Students are strongly encouraged to raise questions and
make comments in class. Participation is the key to success.

Staying on track with assignments will facilitate understanding of the class material.

e Assignment books are available to each student. If there is difficulty in completing the
assignments, the teacher must be notified before class the next day.
